The Jochid dynasty, descended from Jochi, ruled
the territory of Kazakhstan from 1224 to the 1860s
for 6 centuries. This period was a key time for the
history of Kazakhstan, the “golden age” of our
statehood. For six centuries, the Jochids played a
decisive role in the fate of Central Eurasia, striving
to form a single civilizational community over a
vast territory. The Ulus of Jochi, like the Roman
Empire, set development standards for the states
and peoples of the Great Steppe for many centuries
to come, and brought public administration to a
qualitatively new level.
