The "biological price"
of acquiring knowledge, the mechanisms of
dependent  behavior, as well as the
psychophysiological foundations of abilities and
giftedness are considered. psychophysiology of
gender. The study of the discipline will make it
possible to realize the deep mechanisms and
reserves of the human psyche, which will favor the




successful mastery of the disciplines of the
psychological and pedagogical cycle in subsequent
COUrses.
