The discipline contributes to the development of professional skills of future
educational psychologists in working with children with various mental disorders and their
families, using knowledge of the specifics of the functioning of a disturbed psyche, the ability to
make the right choice of diagnostic tools and the direction of work in organizing psychological
and pedagogical assistance to children with mental disorders, to establish trust contact and
dialogue, to convince and support children and their parents.
