Music Theory

In the course of the course students learn the basics of musical literacy and musical-theoretical
terminology, acquire knowledge about the means of musical expression and their functioning in

The discipline is aimed at the formation of basic knowledge and skills in the field of musical literacy
and musical concept necessary for competent perception, performance and analysis of musical works.
The course studies the physical and acoustic characteristics of musical sound, its properties (pitch,
timbre, duration, loudness), and the concept of musical system. Considerable attention is given to the
structure of the pitch, the basic pitches, octaves, and the phenomenon of enharmonism. The alphabetic
system of notation of sounds is studied, as well as the system of musical notation: keys, note durations
and pauses, alteration marks, and rules for recording musical sounds. Special attention is paid to
rhythm and metre, musical size, the concepts of syncopation and tempo, and basic conducting
techniques.

Genres and Styles in
the Musical Culture
of Foreign Countries

The discipline is aimed at a comprehensive study of the key stages in the formation and evolution of
world art and music culture. The features of the culture of early civilisations are considered, including
the formation of primary artistic forms and symbolic systems. The art of the Middle Ages is analysed
in its theocentric orientation, style diversity and socio-cultural functions. Special attention is paid to the
musical culture of the Renaissance as a period of transition to humanistic ideals and the formation of
polyphony principles. Western European music of the XVII-XVIII centuries in the context of the
formation of Baroque and classical traditions is studied. Style and aesthetic features of Western
European music of the first and second half of the 19th century are studied, reflecting the Romantic
worldview, individualisation of creative expression and expansion of the genre range.

Music of the era of antiquity. The main genres of medieval music, its evolution from the early to the
late middle ages. Music of the Renaissance. French-Flemish and Italian "strict style” schools. The
emergence of the opera. Baroque music. The development of homophonic-harmonic thinking. The
main genres. National schools (Opera, instrumental music). Classicism in music. The individual
characteristics of the style of the Viennese classics. Romanticism in music.

Accompaniment

"Studying the school repertoire” this subject occupies a special place in the educational process in a
number of musical and performing disciplines. Within the framework of an individual discipline, it is
necessary to master the entire complex of performing tasks. Ensemble performance, accompaniment of
the vocal part, piano part are subject to the laws of ensemble performance. The accompaniment part is
rhythmic, harmonic, supporting, reveals the content of the musical work. What distinguishes the
accompaniment from other ensembles is that the piano part obeys the solo part, is performed in certain
sound gradations, which creates conditions for the disclosure of all the soloist"s performing skills. A
comprehensive study of the piano part is based on interdisciplinary connections of musical and
theoretical disciplines (music theory, solfeggio, harmony, polyphony, analysis of musical forms) and
musical performance activities (instrumental playing, singing, elements of conducting, etc.).

The course "accompaniment” in the specialty "music education” occupies a special place in the
circulation of musical and performing disciplines. Here, the piano part is not independent of the
accompaniment, it obeys the laws of ensemble performance, in addition, it not only provides harmony
and rhythmic support to the soloist, but also contributes to the disclosure of the content of the
Performed Work. In this ensemble, the general rhythmic performance of the play, the preservation of
its loudness is entrusted to the pianist. What distinguishes acomponement from other ensembles is that
it is the subordination of the piano part to the solo part, being performed in certain sound gradations
that create the conditions for the disclosure of all the soloist"s performing skills.
