Military Topography

terrain using maps of scale 1: 25 000 and 1:50 000 of the area. Forms skills to study and assess the
terrain on the map in the area of operation of the unit, to choose locations for equipping positions and
observation points; with sufficient accuracy within the regulatory time to determine on the map
coordinates of individual targets, combat orders, objects of their own troops and enemy troops and
perform target designation, as well as to map targets (objects) by their rectangular or geographic
coordinates.

Pre-service teachers who demonstrate competence can: ¢ understand the
basic concepts and terms of educational psychology, and the main practical applications of
psychological knowledge; * understand the patterns, facts, and phenomena of cognitive and personal
development of a person in the processes of education and upbringing; * apply an integrated approach
to design, implementation, evaluation, and development of educational environments; * understand the
concept of continuous learning as a part of the process of cognitive and personal development of a
person. apply basic communication and interaction concepts and theories at the individual, community,
and network levels; *select the methods of communication and interaction that are most appropriate to
facilitate learning in various forms (offline, online, blended, hybrid); recognize the patterns of group
dynamics and act in ways that promote community development and well-being.
