(Apprenticeship
Practice)

The course focuses on establishing pre-service
teachers’ developmental approach towards their
own professional activities and work environment.
The course also emphasizes the development of
pre-service teachers’ collaborative, problem-solving
and leadership skills. They deepen their
pedagogical skills and develop research skills as
well as practical skills (didactics) in accordance
with their area of specialization.

During this practice period pre-service teachers also
collect and analyze data, test the hypothesis, or
make experimentations according to the research
plan created in the course “Research, Development,
and Innovation”.
